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Spelthorne Sports Cricket Club
N.B. Children and young members include anyone under 18 years of age.

Parents / Carers are responsible for the safe delivery and collection of their child for matches or training.  This may be done by themselves or in liaison with other parents/carers within the relevant squad.  It is not the responsibility of the Coach/ Team Manager/Adult Captain or any other Adult member of the club to transport, or arrange to transport, the children to and from the Club or match.

At the start of the season a registration evening will be used to distribute information relating to all planned fixtures. This will provide Parents/Carers with an opportunity to make appropriate arrangements.  All necessary information will also be accessible via the club website: www.spelthornemelrosecc.co.uk 

Coaches and Club Staff will be responsible for the Children in their care when on the Club premises or on arrival at opponents’ cricket grounds.

Permission will be received from Parents/Carers for children to participate in

all competitions and away fixtures / events.

The Pick Up and Drop Off policy for training and matches is as follows:

It is the responsibility of the parents/carers to ensure that the children arrive at and depart from training sessions and matches safely and punctually.

Children should arrive at training sessions in appropriate clothing/footwear in time for the start of the session.  Each session will begin with registration on the patio behind the clubhouse, followed by a warm-up.

Children should arrive at match venues (home or away) 30 minutes before the published start of the game.  Children may arrive in their own clothes and change upon arrival or arrive already changed into their white kit.  

Children should depart/be collected from training and matches no later than 20 minutes after the end of the session/fixture.  Children, who are travelling alone, should inform the team manager when they are leaving. 

Potential lateness or inability to attend a match or collect a child on time, due to foreseen or unforeseen circumstances, should be reported to the appropriate team manager as soon as possible by phone call or text message.  Unadvised lateness of arrival/collection will result in, initially, a phone call to locate children/parents/carers.  Unadvised lateness for collection of greater than an hour will result in a phone call to the police.   

Persistent lateness may result in children’s suspension from playing in matches for the club.
