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Spelthorne Sports Cricket Club
(N.B. Children and young members include anyone under 18 years of age)
These guidelines apply to all Colts Age Group teams and any Open Age Group (Adult) teams where one or more players are under the age of 18.

In any given season the potential exists for 50% of matches to be away from the club.  These guidelines are aimed at ensuring that appropriate care is taken to ensure the welfare and safety of children away from the familiarity of the home ground.  
For all away matches, steps will be taken to ensure that the parents / guardians of all children involved are aware of:

· When the match is taking place – date, times including time of arrival required at the venue, when the match is due to start and the estimated time of the match’s conclusion.

· Where the match is taking place (venue) and, if possible, directions to the venue

· Meeting point – at the away venue for drop off and pick up after the match.

· Staffing arrangements – name and contact details for the Team Manager / Adult Captain responsible for the match 

· Kit / equipment requirements – refer to the Cricket Gear checklist.

· Cost implications – i.e. match fee (adult matches only), money for spending on refreshments at the club 
· The Club’s Policy regarding ‘Transport of Children To and From Matches’.  It is the responsibility of the children’s own parents/guardians to arrange transportation to the appropriate venue for away matches (NOT the team manager / Adult captain)  
The (Colts) team manager or Adult Captain responsible for the match will be required to:
· Ensure they have a written copy of the relevant emergency contact details and any medical information with them during the away trip, for all children who are taking part in the trip for whom they have a duty of care
· Ensure that the opposition are aware, if necessary, of any children who have not given consent for their photographs to be taken.
· Ensure that children are not placed in situations which expose them to an unacceptable level of risk.  In Adult matches, this may involve liaison with /co-operation from the opposition Adult Captain.
· Ensure that, in Adult matches, appropriate adherence is kept to the SSCC Changing Room Policy.
· Ensure that there is a ‘Club Home Contact’ – i.e. a member of the Club who is not travelling away, who will act as a contact point if required in an emergency situation and ensure that the ‘Club Home Contact’ is provided with the following information to enable them to fulfil their role should they need to do so: 
1. The names of the players and staff on the trip

2. Emergency contact names and phone numbers for each of the above persons 

3. Details of any medical or physical needs any of these persons may have 

4. Contact numbers for the staff which can be used whilst the staff are at the match.
5. Telephone numbers for the Police local to the home club 
The Club Home Contact should be a member of the club who has been CRB-checked.  This may be the Club Chairman, the Cricket Development Officer, the Club Welfare Officer or another CRB-checked member of the club.
